Knox County Adopt-a-Road Program

Adopt a section of county road, conduct pick-ups at least twice a year, notify the County when you pick up litter and they will pick up your bags.  Participants will receive supplies and signs at each end of your work area listing your organization.  Contact: Mary Baker, 215-JUNK

Large Trash Pick ups and Brush Removal

Knox County and the City of Knoxville support voluntary neighborhood cleanup efforts. If you are planning a cleanup and have no means to dispose of your collected trash call these numbers to see what type of help is available: Knox County: 215-JUNK or City of Knoxville: 215-6000.

Funding for any group or individual - this project is temporarily suspended

TDOT Adopt-a-Plot 

Any group, city, county or individual will be considered to adopt a “plot” for landscaping, wildflowers or tree planting.  TDOT may provide up to $1,000 per plot (typically one acre of a state owned right of way) of plants, seed mulch, chemicals etc.  Specific items that will not be made available are lights, irrigation, welcome signs and fill dirt. Funding for Non-profit 501(c) 3 

City Community Development Block Grants, Department of Community and Neighborhood Services (deadline has passed for this year)

The Community Developments Block Grants for the City of Knoxville must 1) Benefit low and moderate income persons and 2) Aid in the prevention or elimination of slums and blight.  The Highest property need during 2005 was Neighborhood Stabilization.  This includes things like improving the visual character of the Heart of Knoxville Neighborhoods, and creating/improving parks and greenspaces. Rohm and Haas Community Partnership Initiative (CPI) Grant

Grants for $30,000 (or two $15,000 grants) for a community improvement initiative to be completed within a 3 mile radius of the Rohm and Haas plant.  Rohm and Haas mails out applications to groups who meet the CPI qualifications.  Projects granted in the past include beautification, greenways, parks, neighborhood cleanup, historical preservation and environmental improvement.

Urban Forestry Grants (typically due in April)

The goal of the Urban and Community Forestry Grant Assistance Program is to establish and build local urban and community forestry programs to a self-sustaining level.  Priority will be given to projects that assist in the management of the urban forest (this includes site specific tree planting projects).  The urban and community forestry grants require a match equal to the grant (50-50 match) and are paid on a reimbursement basis - you receive the grant when your project is completed.  Federal Government and the grantee share costs.
